Pastor, Why Is It That? 
 
I am thrilled when you ask me questions about the Bible, especially the kind that 
begin, “Pastor, why it is that…?”  It lets me know that you have been thinking about 
matters of faith, and it also gives me the opportunity to help you better understand 
God’s Word and the Christian faith. 
 
Here are some “Why Is it…?” questions that I have been asked recently. 
 
Why is it that we always think of St. Peter as the one who welcomes believers into the 
gates of heaven?  The Bible never speaks of St. Peter as the one who sits at the 
heavenly registration table and welcomes people into God’s eternal kingdom.  But if 
asked, most people would give St. Peter that job description.  Just think of all the 
jokes that begin, “A guy died and went to heaven.  St. Peter said…”  So why do we think that?  It’s because 
of something Jesus says to Peter in the 16th chapter of Matthew: “I will give you the keys to the Kingdom 
of Heaven.”  Jesus gives Peter the “keys” to heaven so we naturally picture Peter at the gate, either letting 
people in or turning them away.  Oh, and by the way… we think of the entrance to heaven as having 
“pearly gates” because Revelation 21:21 speaks of the gates being made of pearls. 
 
Why is it that the date of Easter changes from year to year? In the church’s calendar, there are two kinds 
of celebrations – moveable ones (like Easter where the date changes from year to year) and immoveable 
ones (like Christmas where the celebration always falls on December 25).  In 325 A.D. the Church Council 
of Nicea decreed that Easter would be celebrated each year on the Sunday following the first full moon 
after the first day of Spring (March 21, which is referred to as the equinox).  Since the lunar calendar 
changes each year, so does the date of Easter.  The Council actually made such a declaration to create a 
sense of order and uniformity throughout the entire Christian church so that all Christians would 
celebrate Easter on the same day. 
 
Why is it that the “P” letter with an “x” through it represents Jesus?  In the religious world, the 
“P” with an “x” through it is referred to as the “Chi Rho.”  It is a Christian symbol (or monogram) 
formed by superimposing the first two Greek letters of the word “Christ” – Chi (χ) and Rho (ρ). 
 
So now you know!  Are there some other faith questions that you have wondered about? I welcome them.  
Perhaps I will feature your “Why is it…?” question in a future newsletter article.  May God grace each of us 
with an inquisitive, growing faith!

CALL TO ORDER: The monthly meeting of the Trinity Lutheran Church Council was called to order at 7:00 pm by 
Council President Mike Krenek. 
 
PRESENT: Mike Krenek, Ann Tucker, Diane Lorms, Jan Bentsen, Ken Paith, Mary Lonnevik, Loide Wasmund, Rolf 
Berg, Joyce White   Absent:  Mert Janovec  Guest: Kathy Manning   Present for treasurer’s report: Paul Wasmund 
   
OPENING: Pastor Sturm shared the opening devotion – “God’s Leaders are Sent”.  Paul read Genesis 12:1-3, Matthew 
28:16-20 and Mark 16:1-8.  
 
MINUTES: The minutes of the February 9, 2010 meeting were emailed to members prior to the meeting and 
presented again in writing at the meeting.  A correction was made noting that Diane Lorms was not present at the 
meeting and that Mary had given the announcement about TLCW.  Motion passed approving minutes with 
corrections. 
 
TREASURER: Paul reported $148,874.89 as the mortgage balance.  Several options were reviewed regarding 
reporting styles the council wanted to see each month with input from Kathy Manning about what is available.  
Several reports were given; agreed upon a basic report of expenditures and income each month and a listing of 
account balances with a more detailed report quarterly.

Motion passed accepting Treasurer’s report. 
 
Agenda changes: 
 Mike authorized moving Old Business agenda item of updating the bank authorizations and wording ahead of Financial 
Secretary and Pastor’s reports so that Paul could be part of the discussion.   After discussion regarding bank requirements 
of wording of the minutes for  signature card changes, Ken Paith volunteered to visit with bank representative and advise if 
the current wording of the February minutes were sufficient or not.  No other action required. 
 
Mike also authorized moving New Business item:  Website Hosting and Recommendation to allow Paul’s 
participation.  Carol Pfeiffer, Website Manager, offered a written recommendation to council to move our website to 
iHost from Texoma Internet.  There is more space available and more capability as well as password protection which 
comes with an additional cost.  Carol had used the iHost site for the past month to demonstrate to Council the value 
offered; the cost is $89.55 per year.  As a side note, Pastor reported we had 525 hits to the website.  Motion passed 
accepting the recommendation and to change our website host to iHost at $89.55 per year.  
 
FINANCIAL SECRETARY: 
 Council reviewed the spreadsheet with the financial report as prepared by the church office manager.  Jan 
reported that we had received a donation of $250 from an organization in recognition of volunteer work their 
employee had completed.  The donation was not designated toward any special project so it was applied to Vacation 
Bible School.

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PASTOR’s REPORT:  
 Reminded that Sunday would be the midway point of Lent; attendance has been low for 2010 Lent services.  After 
Lent is completed, request review of overall attendance and discuss possible changes regarding next year’s Lenten 
season.  Regarding the response to the Congregational Concern voiced at the February meeting, Pastor Johnson is willing 
to conduct Communion for the congregation on those Sunday’s when Pastor Sturm is away.  Average worship 
attendance for February was 105 and 17 in Sunday School.  
 
OLD BUSINESS:  
 Constitution Update Team:  Dale Stein has agreed to take leadership of this team and is currently in the process of 
comparing our constitution to the ELCA Constitution to find any areas we are out of compliance.  
 New IKON Copier Agreement (Image Volume Change):  IKON representative reviewed our contract as we now exceed 
copy usage as per our monthly contract agreement (by $75 per month).  New contract will save monthly overage charges, but 
the monthly charge will be about $45 per month more than current budget.  Motion passed approving new contract.   
 TOPS building usage:  Request was tabled at Feb. meeting; group removed request as they have found space elsewhere.  
  
NEW BUSINESS:   
 Funeral Policy:  Rolf expressed concern as we do not have a guidance policy for how to conduct funerals in regard 
to families and privacy during funerals.  A policy is needed stating where the family gathers, how they enter, if ushers are 
provided by the church, i.e. ushers dress code.  Rolf Pastor, Mert, Ann and Mike will set up some funeral guidelines. 
  Property Remodel – Ken reported the Floor Remodel is progressing well; toilet replaced in the Robing room  
bathroom because it was  cracked, along with replacement of two cutoff valves; paint robe room and sacristy; move 
costumes and costume rack into robe room; banners to stay in Sacristy and a rack will be built to hold them; a request to 
build shelves in the back room, but is concerned they will become junk collectors.  Finally, due to ongoing problems with 
vacuum cleaners, he will purchase a new non industrial vacuum from a local store.   The expensive to purchase the 
industrial vacuum and constant repair is too great; we will plan on replacing it every year or year and half.   
 March 27th Spring Clean Up – A list of jobs will be posted on bulletin board to allow possible completion of the jobs 
prior to the 27th.  Bushes will be trimmed and the lawn mowed before the 27th because of the Easter Egg hunt. 
 Stream Energy’s Power Up Program – Mert was not present to explain this agenda request so it was not addressed. 
  Congregation Concern – Rolf mentioned the quiet, more reflective attitude in church at the beginning of the service.  
 
COMMITTEE REPORTS:  
Worship  - Mert – not present, no report.  
Fellowship – Ann – working on Easter breakfast.  We’ve had 3 meals so far for Lent services.  
Evangelism – Mary – almost finished with 4th of July plans; decided on fried chicken from local business rather than hot 
dogs; members to bring a side dish.  She has requested a Thrivent check to help sponsor the event.  Mary wants 
members to GO and Invite friends (new and current) to the 4th of July event rather than publishing as a community 
party.  Also, she has spoken with Pam about offering a beginner music class for those interested. 
Stewardship/Mission Support – Rolf – committee met on February 22nd; this year’s theme is “1st Fruits”.  Question 
posed to the congregation is “How can we as a congregation spend our time giving our 1st Fruits of Time and Worship 
for God?”  Get members to commit to 30 minutes for 90 days for devotion; kick off planned around June 6.  They are  
looking at resources for families such as “Begin the Day with Thanks” and activities for the fall. 
Education – Loide – nothing new – waiting for Bible School.  Vacation Bible School is set for June 21-25.  
Building & Grounds – Ken – gave his report earlier.  
TLCW – Diane – next Sunday Bible study will be held after church.  
Men in Mission – meeting on March 20.

THE SHEPHERD’S STAFF 
     
 The news is gradually getting around that, in addition to the Friars, the Richardsons, the Kribs, the 
Langehennigs, and the Stewarts, now the Nelsons, the Magnussons, the Replogles, Neva Golish, and 
Charlene House are going to move away from Sherman. It’s disturbing to see so many of our people 
leaving, and we naturally begin to wonder, “What are we going to do with so many of our active people 
moving away?”  
 It isn’t going to be easy, and it is something to be concerned about. We must take this into consideration in our 
planning. We will sorely miss all of these people, and all of their many contributions to the life and work of our 
congregation.  
 However, we have weathered such storms before when it has seemed there was a mass exodus from our 
membership. So we surely will survive this one.  
 But we will not survive without God’s help and provision. God will provide other people to take the places of 
those who leave. He always has. For example, for several consecutive years, our Vacation Bible School staff was made 
up almost entirely of people whom we did not know during the previous year. We are already getting new people, 
and more will come. This doesn’t lessen our disappointment over losing our friends who move away, but it is an 
assurance that the work of our congregation will go on.  
 And this, after all, is what we must remember: our purpose for being here is to maintain a ministry to people who 
live here and to people who move here. This ministry is made possible because of the Christian commitment of people 
who move in and out of Sherman but who serve the Lord while they are here.  
 We should pray that God will provide more people for our congregation—not just FOR our congregation as such, 
but in order to keep our ministry functioning properly. Let us pray, with this as our motive, and then all work 
together, filling whatever jobs God expects us to do.

 Joint Statement by Bishop Kevin S. Kanouse and Pastor Michael Purcell  
Easter Monday, 5 April 2010  

 
+ Grace and peace be unto you from God our heavenly Father and the Lord Jesus Christ. +  

 
 Earlier this year you may have received an email from Pastor Purcell to the effect that he would be seeking to 
bring charges against Bishop Kanouse at our Synod Assembly in Amarillo, seeking the bishop’s removal from of-
fice. Others of you may have received a subsequent statement from Bishop Kanouse stating that proper proce-
dures had been followed in working with Pastor Purcell and his grievances.  
 Both of us have found the tensions and public statements surrounding this situation to be painful. As a result, 
the two of us agreed to a process of mediation, using the expertise of two experts in Christian mediation and rec-
onciliation. As a result of this mediation (March 23-24, 2010), we desire to issue this joint statement as a means of 
sharing with you that significant steps toward reconciliation and healing have taken place.  
 We want to add the following observations: Pastor Purcell has felt isolated by his circumstances. He felt that 
the only recourse to pursue his grievances was through the announcement of his desire to bring charges against 
Bishop Kanouse. He felt that he had exhausted all means to address his concerns through other venues and that 
this was the best way to present his issues and concerns. It is not his intention to press such charges any longer. 
Similarly, Bishop Kanouse has felt the weight of the requirements of his office as he sought to be faithful through-
out this situation. He acknowledges the pain experienced by Pastor Purcell through a difficult process and has 
learned some valuable lessons about the care of persons through difficult times. We both acknowledge that many 
unfortunate words have been spoken and that there has been much brokenness; but in a spirit of repentance, rec-
onciliation, and renewal we have promised to work together into God’s future.  
 We affirm through direct experience that God is good and that the Holy Spirit works when two people of faith-
ful hearts and genuine care for each other meet at a table of grace and strive to listen, truly hear, and seek recon-
ciliation. Together we give thanks for all of your prayers on our behalf and your expressions of concern and sup-
port that have brought us through the darkness of our Lenten journey and into the light of Jesus Christ.

If you were building a case in a court, you would first look for evidence and witnesses.  If you were 
building a case for the resurrection of Jesus Christ, you would first look at the evidence of what happened 
between Good Friday and Easter Sunday morning.  Then you would look for witnesses. In the ancient 
world, two eyewitnesses were enough to verify a case.  Jesus had hundreds.  Be a detective for a moment.  
•  

Sleeping Guards: The Roman soldiers guarding the tomb fell asleep and then ran away. The penalty for 
such behavior was death. Even if one soldier in a Roman squad fell asleep, all ten men in his cohort 
would be executed. Soldiers would not be quick to admit that they fell asleep or that someone stole the 
body.  

 
• First Witnesses: The women who arrived first at the tomb swore they saw an angel who told them 

Jesus was alive. Mary Magdalene swore she saw and spoke with Jesus that morning.  
 
• Folded Grave Clothes: Peter and another disciple ran to the tomb and found Christ’s grave clothes 

lying folded on the stone slab where he lay. A runaway condemned man waking from a death-like 
trance to find himself in a tomb would hardly take the time to fold his shroud if he woke up.  

 
• Two Witnesses on the Road to Emmaus: Two disciples swore they spoke and ate with him on the road.  
 
• Eleven Disciples: The disciples saw him on a number of occasions, spoke with him and ate with him.  
 
• Three Hundred Eyewitnesses: In the days and weeks that followed, three hundred additional 

witnesses swore they met with, spoke with, and ate with Jesus.  
 
• Thousands of Converts: Within 50 days of whatever happened on Easter morning, thousands of 

residents of Jerusalem converted to Christianity and were baptized — based on the convincing 
testimony of those who had seen Jesus die and rise.  

 
• Wildfire Spread: Within a few years, the witness of those who met the risen Christ was enough to 

change the hearts and minds of tens of thousands across the Roman world.  
 
• An Empire Converted: Within 300 years, the Roman Empire that had persecuted Christians made this 

faith the empire’s official religion. Millions believed.  
 
• Closing Argument — No One Dies for a Lie: Perhaps the greatest evidence of the resurrection is this: If 

the original disciples had, indeed, conspired to hijack the body, make up a fake resurrection story and 
spread it over the world, one would think that at least one of them would have denied Christ rather 
than facing death as a martyr. They knew the resurrection was true.  You couldn’t tell them otherwise. 
They saw it with their own eyes. They touched Jesus with their own hands.  And they went to their 
own deaths — down to the last disciple —proclaiming Christ’s resurrection.  No one dies for a lie.
