CLAIMING OUR MISSION 
 
As each first Sunday rolls around, we find ourselves wearing our church T-shirt to 
worship.  This tradition can simply be seen as a fun thing to do, or it can serve as a 
reminder of what we are to be about as followers of Jesus Christ.   
 
Our T-shirts this year are unmistakably red.  The bright red color reminds us of some 
key events of our faith: 
• the red blood of Jesus shed on the cross for our salvation; 
• the color of Pentecost and the sending of the Holy Spirit, our protector and guide; 
• the color of confirmation, the day we boldly proclaim, “Yes, Lord, I believe!” 
 
The boldness of the color reminds us of our calling to be bold in living out our 
congregation’s mission:  Trinity Lutheran is a family of God growing in faith through worship, learning and 
fellowship – reaching out in Christ’s love to witness and serve. 
 
Although our mission statement is short and simple, the words don’t always resonate within us as easily 
as they should.   How can we live out our God-given mission if we haven’t taken it to heart?  So our 
mission has been simplified into four words, all beginning with the letter “G” to help us remember them:   
• Gather — God has given us a Sabbath day of rest each week as a gift.  God calls us to gather together 

with fellow believers to worship.  Through song, prayer, and sacraments, we offer our praise to God 
and receive God’s wonderful promises. 

• Grow — God desires us to spend time in the Word each day that we may grow in faith and deepen our 
relationship with God.  God also calls us to grow closer to our sisters and brothers in Christ through 
fellowship, that we might celebrate each other’s joys and share each other’s burdens.  

• Give — All of our blessings come from the gracious hand of God.  We are blest people!  Out of gratitude 
for all God has given us, God calls us to bless others with our time, talents, and treasures.  We are to 
offer our whole lives that God our Father would be glorified. 

• Go — What happens at church should not stay at church.  Worship is not a means to itself.  The church 
is a filling station, meant to equip us for our true calling – to go out into the world and share the saving 
message of Christ Jesus, and to serve all in need. 

 
Gather.  Grow.  Give.  Go.   Four simple words that describe our calling as Christians.   
 
To fully live a Christian life, we must include each of these acts in our walk of faith.  To only incorporate a 
few is to fall short of our calling, and it keeps us from fully experiencing the joys and blessings God 
promises to all his faithful people.  O God, give us the desire to fully live out our faith!   May the words, 
“Gather, Grow, Give and Go” be more than words on a T-shirt.  May they be words that define our journey 
with Jesus.   
 
O God, guide us as we strive to be your faithful people in the world.  Grant us bold courage to know and do 
your will in our daily lives.  Let it be so!  Amen

CALL TO ORDER: The monthly meeting of the Trinity Lutheran Church Council was called to order at 7:02 pm by 
Council President Mike Krenek. 
 
PRESENT: Mike Krenek, Mary Lonnevik, Ken Paith, Mert Janovec, Ann Tucker, Diane Lorms, Paster Craig Sturm, Rolf 
Berg, Jan Bentsen and Joyce White.   
Absent:  Loide Wasmund.  Present for treasurer’s report: Paul Wasmund & Kathy Manning. 
   
OPENING: Pastor Sturm shared the opening devotion – “Your Place in God’s Band” which was read by Mert.  Working 
together we make a band. 
 
MINUTES: The minutes of the January 12, 2010 meeting were emailed to members prior to the meeting and 
presented again in writing at the meeting.  Motion passed approving minutes. 
 
TREASURER: Paul reported $150,233.06 as the mortgage balance, an extra $405 payment was donated toward 
mortgage and that extra payment was sent.  Paul reported the copier bill was paid in error last month and a refund 
will be coming to us for just over $4,000.  Paul met with Kathy Manning, Office Manager, to work on transferring the 
financial files from Quicken to Quickbooks and to go over bill paying procedures.  Next month we will have a new look 
to our financial statements using the Quickbooks reports.

FINANCIAL SECRETARY: 
 Council reviewed the financial report spreadsheet as prepared by the Office Manager, Kathy Manning, who was 
present to answer any questions about the report.   She will assist Jan in this transition from Marty to Jan as Financial 
secretary, and with the changes being made to the bill paying procedures. 
 
PASTOR’s REPORT:  
 Reminded Council that Lent is about to start with Ash Wednesday services on Wednesday, February 17.  For the 
Lenten services he will tell the story of Jonah.  Pastor also informed Council that he met with Our Saviors’ Lutheran 
Church in Durant to help advise them as their call committee continues their search for a new pastor.  They have been 
considering an intern in the interim and especially needed guidance on how that could work for them.  Work is being 
completed on our annual report with will be sent to Chicago and our church directory is ready for the annual update 
process.  Average worship attendance for January was 116. 
  
OLD BUSINESS:  
 Financial Audit – Ken Paith reviewed the 2008 income records and some general transfers.  Roger Hale will 
review the 2008 expense records and then they will prepare the final report.  Motion passed for Ken and Roger to 
conduct the 2009 audit while working with the financial records. 
 Safe Combination – the safe combination is set and everything is working well.  We did not need to call in a 
locksmith after all. 
  New Council member screening – forms were distributed to Council members for completion and return so 
background screenings could be conducted on any who had not already been screened.

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 Offering Counter – Ken volunteered for March; Ann volunteered for April.  
 Updating Signature Cards – With the change of officers, also comes the need to update signature cards at all 
financial institutions where we have accounts.  Signature cards at American Bank and the Mission Investment Fund need 
to be changed to indicate the names of President:  Mike Krenek, and Treasurer:  Paul Wasmund authorized to sign 
checks and conduct financial transactions.  A motion passed authorizing Paul to make the signature card updates 
reflecting Mike and Paul as authorized signatures for those bank accounts and removing those who have left council. 
  
NEW BUSINESS:   
 Flooring in Sacristy – Don Hayes reported to Pastor that mold is growing under the carpet in the Sacristy.  Don 
suggested we rip up the carpet, allow the floor to dry, and after a few weeks it could be painted.  Paint cost is 
approximately $150, and we have volunteers willing to help with the work.  A motion was passed to rip up the carpet 
and after the floors have dried, to paint the floors spending about $150 from the maintenance budget. 
  Appoint Team to Update Congregation’s Constitution – It has been over 10 years since the constitution was 
updated and is past time for that to happen again.  Dale Stein was suggested as an excellent member to head up this 
team.  A motion was passed to ask Dale to head up the team to review and possibly make suggestions to update the 
constitution giving us plenty of time to make needed changes and present to congregation for review in 2010 and 
congregation approval at the next annual meeting in 2011. 
  Appoint Delegates for Synod Assembly – This year the Synod Assembly is in Amarillo which is about 6 hours from 
here.  A motion was passed selecting Mary and John Lonnevik as our voting delegates for the April 23-25 Synod 
Assembly in Amarillo. 
  Discussion of IKON Copier Agreement – We had a technician come in from Dallas who read the meter differently 
than normal.  This was the cause of the unusual bill that was paid by mistake in January.  IKON will reimburse us for the 
overage charged and rework our contract to try to prevent this from happening again.  The monthly bill should be 
between $350 and $400 per month.  Also we are due a new copier and March is the month to start requesting new bids 
for copiers. 
  Request for Membership Transfer – A motion was passed accepting the transfer request for Mike & Darlene Baker 
to Our Savior Lutheran Church in McKinney. 
  Possible Outreach Event – As July 4 is on a Sunday this year, it was suggested that we have a Community 4th of July 
party as an outreach event.  We already have the water slides and could serve hot dogs.  Mary Lonnevik volunteered to 
plan the event.  A motion was passed to conduct the 4th of July Outreach event with Mary Lonnevik as the chair. 
  Request for pavers and sand – We were asked if we would be willing to donate the pavers we have sitting unused 
to Grace Reformed Baptist Church in Bonham.  There was some discussion about why they aren’t used here.  A motion 
was passed to deny the request.  Ken was asked to put them to use and to clean area where they are currently stored. 
  German Class Building usage Request – A motion was passed approving continuing building usage for the German 
Class from January to March. 
  TOPS Building usage request – A request was received for building usage from the TOPS (Take Off Pounds 
Sensibly) group for Tuesdays from 5:30 until 7:00 p.m.  This request came in at the last minute before the Council 
meeting and there were no answers to questions from Council members.  A motion was passed to table the TOPS 
building usage request until the March meeting so we could get the answers to those questions. 
  Pastor’s Vacation Request – A motion was passed approving Pastor’s annual spring break vacation time of March 
15-21 which will include one Wednesday Lent service and one Sunday service. 
  Easter Community Party – A motion passed approving a Community Easter Party outreach event for Sat., March 27. 
 Congregation Concern – Jan mentioned that a few members had expressed their concerns about not having 
communion when Pastor was away. 
 Mike expressed concern about the lack of respect during the prelude in Sunday services, and asked, at what time 
does the service actually begin?  Also, when passing the peace is finished, members should sit quietly during the 
offertory rather than carrying on conversations.  Pastor said we could open with a prayer before the prelude and maybe 
this will remind members that service has begun.  We’ll start this with the Lent services. 
 
COMMITTEE REPORTS:  
Worship  - Mert – only a few Time & Talent sheets have been turned in. 
Fellowship – Ann – Potluck meal on February 17 for Ash Wednesday service.  Sign up sheets still have openings for 
other meals.  She was concerned that some members thought if they signed up they had to do all the meals rather than 
just the one night.  We will try to make sure members understand they are only signing up for the one night. 
Evangelism – Mary – She is just getting started.  She visited with some potential new members who have been visiting 
with us and encouraged them to join our family at Trinity Lutheran.

And will provide an additional $1.5 million to the Lutheran World Federation's 
Department for World Service (LWF-DWS) and $1 million to the Lutheran Church in Haiti, said Megan 
Bradfield, associate director, International Development and Disaster Response, ELCA Global Mission. 
     Through Feb. 24 the ELCA has received more than $5.8 million in gifts in response to the earthquake, 
including a matching gift of $320,000 from Thrivent Financial for Lutherans. 
 
German Lutheran Bishop to Resign After Alleged Drunk-Driving 
Offense 
A German Lutheran bishop, elected in October to lead the 24-million Protestant members of the 
Evangelical Church in Germany (EKD), said she is resigning days after she was apprehended for an alleged 
drunk-driving offense.  Bishop Margot Kaessmann said she will immediately give up her posts as a bishop 
and as head of the EKD, but will continue as a pastor, according to Ecumenical 
News International (ENI).

If your church is giving a lot, please bring a thumb 
drive with this information in an Excel document where Column A is the quantity and Column B is the description.  

4. Upon arrival at Assembly, ask where the Sierra Leone Container Drop Off area is located.  Save yourself 
frustration by finding the Drop Off before lugging your boxes.
