Commitment Sunday Set For November 22nd

Every November, members and friends of Trinity are given the opportunity to de-
clare our commitment to the Lord and to his church by making financial pledges to
the mission and ministry of Trinity Lutheran. This year, Sunday, November 22 will
be the day that commitment cards will be distributed to families in worship. Finan-
cial pledges are acts of faith rather financial matters. When we offer a generous por-
tion of the riches God has entrusted to us to the work of the church, we are declaring
that God is a main priority in our life, and we taking God at his word that he will pro-
vide for our every need.

From Pastor Craig

The theme of this year’s commitment Sunday will be “We Offer With Joy And
Thanksgiving What You Have First Given Us.” Realizing that everything we have and everything we are is
a gift to us from God, we respond in gratitude by offering our whole lives - our time, talents, and treasures
- for the glory of God. Our giving and our service becomes our testimony that Christ is Lord of our lives.

My hope and my expectation is that each and every family involved with Trinity will make a generous
financial pledge. We need EVERYONE to make a commitment in order to faithfully carry out the mission
to which God has called us. If you are currently not a tither (the biblical mandate of giving 10% of your
income to the church), I ask that you prayerfully consider it. Embark on a tithing trial period. Try it out
for 90 days and see what happens. Those who tithe never speak of it as a burden, but rather as a joy. I've
never met a tither who has chosen to go back to their old ways of giving because they have realized the
true joy and blessings that come from honoring the Lord’s commands. (Most people who claim tithing is
not possible for them have never tried it. Those new to tithing inevitably say, “I just don’t understand it.
Even though I have increased my giving to the church, I still have plenty to live on.” That’s the power of
God, what I call “divine mathematics.”)

Through our offerings, life-changing ministries are happening. The Word is being proclaimed and the
sacraments administered, giving believers a powerful experience of God’s love and grace. The faith is be-
ing passed on to our children. People are being blessed with the gifts of Christian community and friend-
ship. The homeless are being sheltered, the hungry fed, the hopeless counseled. Through our offerings,
God’s will is being done here on earth.

Soon you will be receiving a letter from me explaining more details of our Commitment Sunday and a
sample commitment card. In the meantime, I encourage you to begin prayerfully asking God what he will
financially expect of you during the coming year. God has blessed us abundantly, so much is expected
(Luke 12:48). Instead of giving God what’s left, let's commit to joyfully giving God what is rightfully his in
the first place.

God has always been there for us. Now let’s be there for God.

May God bless us with thankful and generous hearts.

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Trinity Lutheran Church Council MINUTES - DRAFT
October 13, 2009

CALL TO ORDER: The monthly meeting of the Trinity Lutheran Church Council was called to order at 7:03 pm by Council
President Mike Krenek. Present were Mike Krenek, Pastor Craig Sturm, Ann Tucker, Marlene Tillman, Leo Scheidt, Steven
Mildward, Diane Lorms, Joyce White, and Loide Wasmund. Paul Wasmund was present for the treasurers report. Absent Council
Members: Mert Janovec and Marty Burkart.

Pastor Sturm led the devotional, Matthew 22:34-40, “You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart....and your neighbor as
yourself.” Steven read the discussion sheet. The minutes of the September 8, 2009 meeting were emailed to members after the
meeting and again in writing at the meeting. A motion passed to accept the minutes.

Paul reported $156,918.00 mortgage balance after the extra payment that was donated last month, and we spent less than we
took in. We did have a higher electric bill but that should start going down as we move into the winter months. Also, next month
the water/dumpster bill will be higher because of the renovation. Because we have had to replace the water heater and have had
other expenses related to building maintenance, the budget for maintenance has been exceeded. A motion was passed
authorizing Leo to purchase needed items related to maintenance up to $500 per expenditure without specific council approval.
Any equipment or request in excess of $500 will require council approval. All Account Balances reported; there was no update
from the Mission Investment fund.

Marty was absent but Council reviewed the spreadsheet with the financial report as prepared by the church secretary.

Pastor Sturm stated that initial concern by members regarding the ELCA Sexual policy seems to have settled for now. Work in the
fellowship hall continues. An emblem has been created for the floor in front of the double doors leading into the sanctuary.
Pastor reminded the Council that it was time to start drafting the budget for 2010. The average worship attendance for
September was 115.

OLD 2008 BUSINESS:

The Financial Audit remains outstanding, Mike spoke with Michelle about getting this finalized. Don Hayes and Dale Stein have
worked many hours alongside Leo on the Fellowship Hall Renovation. They are re-doing the bathrooms because the toilets had
to be pulled to do the floors, and the wallpaper has been removed as well. An estimate of $5,000 was given for the floors and so
far we are under budget, even with the added square footage in the of the bathrooms and kitchen. Additionally, the communion
glass washers have arrived.

NEW BUSINESS:

A motion was passed on a request to purchase the old office computer after the drive has been reformatted. Also, a motion was
passed to adopt and support a Mission Support Stewardship Kit from Parish Publishing. This is a year-round program @ $27 per
month that includes letters to members related to offering and what it supports. It also includes monthly temple talks. The
Synod is working on the budget for 2010, and has requested the amount we intend to give in benevolence. Of the money we send
to Synod, 50% stays in the Synod office and 50% is sent to Chicago for mission support. As we prepare our budget, we will figure
out the amount and submit to Synod.

A motion was passed that the Christmas Outreach Project be a Christmas Angel Tree for Sherman Men’s Home. Six or seven
men that live in the home are all mentally challenged and have no living relatives. The tree will be set up on the 5th Sunday of
Nov. A motion was passed on Kerri Sturm'’s request to host a community Christmas Party for Elementary students on Dec
5th. There will only be a small cost for craft supplies and hopefully, cookies will be donated.

A motion was passed reinstating membership for Lyle & Peggy Dornbusch. Several Council positions will be up for election in
January. The positions that are due are: Financial Secretary, Evangelism, President, Stewardship and Property. Pastor’s
vacation requests were approved; his vacation will be Nov 25-29 and Dec 25-Jan 2 which include two Sundays to complete his
vacation requests for the year.

Congregation Concern - A request was shared that members want the light wine in the middle of the communion tray or at
least white grape juice for those who can’t drink the red wine due to age, medicine or preference. Also, the passing of the
peace was discussed in relation to the flu viruses and whether it was something that should be paused. It was decided to
allow members to make up their own minds about whether to shake hands or not.

Finally, the water heater in the back of the sanctuary needs to be replaced. It’s been out for a couple of years since it failed and
the budget hasn’t been sufficient to replace it. Leo was asked to take care of this as part of the maintenance.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

There was no report from Worship. Fellowship will host a potluck dinner during the November 22nd dedication. Evangelism
reported that cell phones were sent in but we have not received checks yet. Marlene asked about memorial names and family
thank you notes. Stewardship/Mission Support reported looking at the 2010 budget, and needs to meet with the executive
committee which consists of the President, Secretary, Stewardship Chair and Property Chair. The committee chose to meet on
Nov 3 to review and prepare an initial budget for submission to council at the November meeting. Education had nothing to
report. Building & Grounds reported the Renovation dumpster is to be emptied on Friday. TLCW discussed the Bible study on
Sunday, and stated the Mosaic Halloween bags are to be brought on Sunday, Oct 18. The Men in Mission will meet on Saturday
at [HOP.

A motion was passed to adjourn; meeting was adjourned at 8:47 p.m. The next meeting was set for Tuesday, Nov 10, 2009 -
7:00 p.m. in the Gardenview Room in the Education building.

proposal to launch a major DisicpleLife Alive campaign; the need to be vigilant for sexual misconduct also by non-
rostered staff in congregations and the need for congregations to have a sexual misconduct policy on record; the
presence of a Congregational Toolkit of items now posted on the web to help congregations talk together about the
decisions reached at the churchwide assembly were just a few of the many issues covered. The Synod Council acted
(1) to designate the offering from the worship services at the 2010 Synod Assembly for our Pastor-in-Residence in
Sierra Leone (Pr. Kate Warn) and for our DiscipleLife Alive! campaign; (2) to appoint Pastor Ernie Barr (Faith,

Wichita Falls) to the unexpired term on the Synod Council of Pastor Pam Dorman; (3) to change the guidelines for
interim ministry to reflect compensation of $250 per day...
